D:  Veterans 30-44 years, novice - 3rd kyu (green belt)
E:  Veterans 30-44 years, 2nd kyu (blue belt) and higher (point scoring)
F:  Veterans 45+ years, novice - 3rd kyu (green belt)
G:  Veterans 45+ years, 2nd kyu (blue belt) and higher (point scoring)

Competitors are required to produce a current full BJA or affiliated licence on 
the day and proof of grade.  No licence, no competition.
Competitors should supply their own Blue & White Belts.
